Over
the last five years, all of the CERT programs in West County have come together to put on an
annual CERT drill. This partnership has evolved over time into the creation of the West County
Cities CERT Consortium. The Consortium works together to apply for grants, plan and present
CERT training, and to share much needed training equipment. This has been a great partnership
and saved countless hours of staff time and funding over the years. Once again, | am pleased to
report that the West County Cities CERT Consortium has been awarded the Silver Award for
Exceptional Effort in Support of Emergency Management and Preparedness. Job well done
team!

Captain/Paramedic Janes Deployed to the Post Incident

At 1700 on August 24, 2010, Captain/Paramedic Kevin Janes was deployed to the Post incident
in Kern County to work as a communications manager. At the time of dispatch, this fire was
approximately 1,100 acres and the U.S. Forest Service reported they had 0% containment. As of
August 25, there were 120 firefighters aggressively fighting this fire with 20 structures
threatened in the area. Residents are currently being evacuated from the community of Lebec.
We will keep you posted as needed.

Spotlight on The Arlington Earth Quakers

The 200 block of Arlington Avenue is an excellent example of a
neighborhood that practices emergency preparedness together.

The Arlington Earth Quakers have been organized as a neighborhood
group for 15 years. They hold an annual Saturday morning meeting
within their block and distribute a newsletter amongst the neighbors.
They often invite either the fire department or the police department
to discuss emergency preparedness at their meetings.

The Earth Quakers have done much to prepare themselves for a major
seismic event. The neighborhood has stored emergency supplies and
rescue equipment in an accessible spot. Certain neighbors have volun-
teered to be in charge of specific roles (e.g., first aid, radios, etc.) and
The Earth Quakers have all shared appropriate personal information
so that everyone in the block can be accounted for in a catastrophic
event, and neighbors know who may likely need assistance.
