If connected via telephone, please dial “*9” (star, 
nine). Public comment will be taken on each agenda item, and comment on issues not on the agenda 
will be taken at the beginning of the meeting. Each member of the public will be allotted the same 
maximum number of minutes to speak as set by the Chair, except that public speakers using interpre-
tation assistance will be allowed to testify for twice the amount of the public testimony time limit (Cali-
fornia Government Code section 54954.3(a)). 
 
Any member of the public who needs special accommodations should email 
public.comment@kensingtonfire.org  48 hours prior to the meeting. This will enable the Kensington 
Fire Protection District to make reasonable arrangements to ensure accessibility to this meeting (28
